At every licensed or member club obedience trial, Per Rules Applying to Dog Shows, Chapter 11,
Section 2, recording fees are $0.50 and Service Fees are $3.00 for a dog’s first entry. There is a
$3.50 service fee for each additional entry by a dog.

At every licensed or member club rally trial, Per Rally Regulations, Chapter 1, Section 4, recording
fees are $3.50 for each entry.

These fees are collected by the show giving club and are paid to the American Kennel Club. (New
AKC Rule Effective January 1, 2024)

Entry fees will not be refunded in the event the dog is absent, disqualified, excused by a Judge or
Veterinarian, or barred from competition by the Trial Committee. If because of riots, civil
disturbances, unsafe weather conditions or other acts beyond the control of the Club it is
impossible to open or to complete the Trial, no refund of entry fees will be made.
